Mission Statement
The EVC Math and Science Resource Center (MSRC) is to provide tutoring and other resource services to all students who are taking an Astronomy, Biology, Chemistry, Earth Science, Math, or Physics class at Evergreen Valley College.  Our sole purpose is to provide extra, outside classroom assistance so students will succeed.  Tutoring is done on a drop-in basis and no appointments are needed.  Beside student tutors, there are instructional assistants and instructors available to assist students in their area of expertise.  Tutor schedules are posted.  Students are expected to come prepared with specific questions and to do his/her own work.  Students can also come in to study (self or in groups) or to use computers to do class-related works, and must be willing to share tutors’ time with other students.  Each individual tutoring session can last up to 15 minutes for each student and if need to, tutors can come back for additional sessions after attending to other students.  

How do I register to use the MSRC?

All students who are registered in an Astronomy, Biology, Chemistry, Earth Science, Math, or Physics course at Evergreen Valley College are eligible to use the MSRC.  To use the MSRC, you need to come in and fill out an add form to be registered in a non-credit, no fee Individualized Instructions II210 course.  You then use your Student ID number to log in and log out every time you are in the MSRC.  The last day to register for tutoring and/or other resource services at the MSRC is the same day as the college’s “last day to drop with a W”.  Unregistered students or students who don’t log in/out are not allowed to be in the MSRC.  All services are free except for printing/copying.  You must have a picture ID to check out materials to be used in the center.  Concerns should be addressed to: evcmathscicenter@evc.edu.
